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The MMSLib Commercial Demo Policy





The MMSLib & MAS and MSA Computer Workshops will allow vendors to submit commercial demo software under the following guidelines.





1.  The should be no charge whatsoever for the demo software.


2.  The vendor is solely responsible for the software


3.  The software is submitted in the same form as the rest of the software in the Microscopy and Microanalysis Software Library (typically compressed files containing the enttire package and an abstract file listing the functionality of the program and the required hardware and operating system)


4.  The abstract should contain a clear and concise set of instructions on how to purchase a complete copy of the software.  The CURRENT price information MUST be placed in the abstract, however, since it is likely to change over time, the phrase (or something similar) “prices subject to change without notice” should be included.
